capacity for tomorrow.

Personal Health Care Directives (Advanced Directives) :                                                                 
Advanced Directives outline your instruction to the health care team and your physician.  This document sets 

out your wishes about the kind of health care you may or may not wish to receive in the event that certain 

physical/mental conditions occur and you are incapable of giving instructions yourself.                                                                                                         

Please take time to discuss your wishes with your Substitute Decision Maker, family, your physician and 

others whom you have chosen to be involved in your personal care.                                                                             

Personal Health Care Directives are used by your physician and our registered nursing staff as a guide in the 

management of your health care, if you are unable to communicate your wishes.  If you are hospitalized, a 

copy of your personal health care wishes will be sent to the hospital with you.  You can change your 

instructions in the personal health care directive at any time.  Your wishes will be reviewed annually at your 

care conference.  We realize this is a very sensitive and personal issue and we encourage you to speak freely 

and openly about your wishes to your family and to your health care team.

#12 Independence: Every resident has the right to receive 

care and assistance towards independence based on a 

restorative care philosophy to maximize independence to 

the greatest extent possible.” 

In other words, you have the right to get help to become as 

independent as you can.  For example: you have the right 

to get help to improve your ability to walk or go to the 

bathroom on your own.

Moving forward, Dr. Biondi has requested that a family member                                                                                                                     
be present at the time of their loved ones physical.  You may                                                                                                                                                                          
be present in the room if you wish.  It is most important that we have you                                                                         
available here in the home at the time of the physical.  This will be a much                                                                                      
more efficient way to address concerns and will help to answer any                                                                                                  
questions Dr. Biondi may have regarding your loved one’s past                                                                                              
medical history.  This is also an excellent opportunity to address your own                                                                                        
questions directly with your loved one’s physician.     
You can expect a call from the nurse, a few days in advance, to let you                                                                                      
know the date and time that the physical will be conducted.  Tuesday mornings will be the typical days that 
these will take place as Dr. Biondi is here in the building that day. 
If you have any further questions, please do not hesitate to discuss them with any of the registered staff or 
one of the Nursing Managers.
